Summer enrollment up at Cameron University
Cameron University officials announced today that undergraduate enrollment for the Summer 2004 semester is up 5 percent compared to a year ago.  This year 2,539 undergraduate students are enrolled at Cameron, compared to 2,419 at the start of the Summer 2003 term.
Overall, 2,841 undergraduate and graduate students are currently enrolled at CU – a total enrollment increase of more than 2 percent from a year ago. The enrollment period for the summer semester officially ended Tuesday.
Most of the growth can be found in freshman and sophomore classes, where students are enrolled in 10,307 credit hours of classes, compared to 9,063 a year ago.  That’s an increase of 13.7 percent, noted CU President Cindy Ross.
“Many new high school graduates are taking advantage of summer school to get an early start on their college careers,” Ross said in explaining reasons for the current growth.  “And, not only is Cameron’s undergraduate population continuing to grow, those students are taking heavier course loads, as well.”
Although regular enrollment has ended, limited enrollment is still available in several workshops and short courses to be offered at Cameron throughout the summer. Enrollment for the Fall 2004 semester is also open, and will continue through Aug. 20.
