Students will investigate a variety of topics ranging from the world of plants and birds, to the solar system, space travel, simple machines, technology, archeology, land forms and weather.  Through efforts to promote the wonders and values of science, mathematics, and geography, participants will investigate different aspects of science using creative, hands-on investigations and activities.
