Cameron University, LPS continue partnership on stadium

During the 2006-2007 school year, Lawton Public Schools held several middle and junior high school football games at Cameron Stadium.  Football teams from LPS’ three high schools played a total of 19 games at the stadium and used the facility an additional 21 times for football practice.  
The stadium was also used by the school system to host the MacArthur Band Camp, Eisenhower High School Band Clinic and Eisenhower High School Marching Band Contest as well as numerous band, cheerleading and pom pom practices. In addition, school officials expect to host approximately 30 high school soccer games at the CU facility beginning in the Spring 2008. 
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
