Recent achievements include covenants with a restaurant chain and a grocery chain that resulted in millions invested in the black community, expanded management opportunities, 
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increased black owned franchises, ventures with black vendors and increased utilization of black technicians and professionals. For several years he has been in “Ebony’s” 100 Most Influential Black Americans.
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
