Fulbright-Helvey Foundation awards Cameron $250,000 for the establishment of scholarships 
The Fulbright-Helvey Foundation awarded Cameron University $250,000 today during a brief ceremony at City National Bank in Lawton.

The funds will be used to establish scholarships for women at Cameron. This is the Fulbright-Helvey Foundation’s second donation to Cameron in the past month. In September the foundation established 10, $750 scholarships that will be distributed each semester, beginning in Spring 2006.
“The Fulbright-Helvey Foundation’s support will enhance the educational opportunities available at CU for generations to come,” said President Cindy Ross. “We are extremely honored to receive this gift from the foundation, and we thank them for their on-going support of students at Cameron University as we continue to build Cameron’s legacy of excellence.” 
The Fulbright-Helvey foundation was established through the generosity of Florabelle Helvey, a long-time employee of City National Bank, who bequeathed the bulk of her estate to create a fund for assisting in the education and advancement of the moral, mental and physical well being of girls and young ladies.

Chairman of the Fulbright-Helvey Foundation George Porter III said the $250,000 gift to Cameron was the type of venture Ms. Helvey envisioned when she established the foundation.
“Ms. Helvey desired to create a wealth of opportunities for women through the support of educational endeavors,” Porter said. “These scholarships will assist each of the students who receive them, and our local community and all of Southwest Oklahoma will also be beneficiaries.”  
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The new Fulbright-Helvey scholarships created by the foundations gift will be designated for female students and will begin to be dispersed after the funds have matured for one year. 
Students wishing to apply for any Fulbright-Helvey scholarships must have graduated from high school with at least a 2.5 non-weighted grade point average (undergraduate student applicants must have a 2.5 grade point average), be enrolled as a full-time undergraduate student at Cameron, be a registered citizen of the United States, and have a current FAFSA application on file in the Financial Assistance Office.
