from 29 Southwest Oklahoma high schools
Cameron University is preparing the campus to host its 26th annual interscholastic contest on Friday, April 2. Hundreds of students from 29 Southwest Oklahoma secondary schools are expected to participate.
Interscholastic competition covers 52 events representing all of Cameron's major academic areas. A sampling of the subjects includes algebra, art, business law, chemistry, foreign languages, music theory and performance, literature, biology, computer sciences, trigonometry, physics and multimedia design. Organizers say more than 1,000 entries have been received for those events. 
Students compete in one of two categories, depending upon school size: Type I for those with larger enrollments and Type II for smaller ones.
Type I schools scheduled to participate are Altus, Anadarko, Chickasha, Lawton Eisenhower, Lawton High, Moore, Westmoore and Yukon. Students from these schools will be attempting to dethrone defending champion Lawton Eisenhower, which has won the Type I title six straight years.
Those competing in the Type II division are Alex, Apache, Big Pasture, Cache, Central High, Chattanooga, Comanche, Cyril, Elgin, Fletcher, Frederick, Geronimo, Grandfield, Hobart, Lawton Christian, Lindsay,

Marlow, Navajo, Snyder, Walters and Waurika. As in Lawton Eisenhower's case, Comanche brings a six-year winning streak into this year's event.
Schools accrue points according to how students place in individual events. Each first place finish is worth 8 points, second is worth 5 points, third is worth 3, fourth earns 2, and a fifth place finish is worth 1 point.
Sweepstakes plaques will be awarded to the top school in each division, based on accumulated point totals. Individual winners will be given certificates, which Cameron will mail to the students' schools for presentation during end-of-year awards assemblies.
