This year, geography has been added as a new contest in the School of Liberal Arts. Type II (smaller) high schools scheduled to compete come from Alex, Amber-Pocasset, Apache, Big Pasture, Binger-Oney, Central, Chattanooga, Comanche, Elgin, Fletcher, Fort Cobb-Broxton, Frederick, Granite, Hobart, Lindsay, Marlow, Mountain View-Gotebo, Navajo, Rush Springs, Snyder, Walters and Waurika. 
During interscholastics competition, students earn points according to their placing in each of event by the following ranking: eight points for first place; five points for second; three points for third: two points for fourth; and one point for fifth. A sweepstakes plaque will be presented to the top school in each division. Certificates will be awarded for first- through fifth-place winners.
