Cameron opens enrollment next Monday
The enrollment period for students planning to attend summer or fall classes at Cameron University in Lawton or Cameron University-Duncan opens Monday, March 27.
“The university encourages students to enroll early.  Early enrollment enables them to complete necessary paperwork while avoiding long lines and delays that typically occur when they wait until the last few days of the enrollment period,” said Larry Kruse, Ph.D., Vice President for Student Services. 
To streamline the enrollment process and reduce time spent waiting in line, enrollment will be accepted from graduate students on Monday, March 27, and seniors on Tuesday, March 28. Juniors can enroll Wednesday, March 29, sophomores on Thursday, March 30, and freshmen on Friday, March 31. After that date, any student – regardless of academic classification – can enroll weekdays between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. at his or her convenience.
The enrollment period ends May 31 for the summer semester and Aug. 18 for the fall semester. Cameron’s summer session begins June 1, while fall classes get under way Aug. 21.
For those enrolling in eight-week fall evening classes, the first session meets Aug. 21-Oct. 16 and Oct. 17-Dec. 14 for the second session. Sixteen-week evening classes meet from Aug. 21 to Dec. 15. 

Schedules listing all of Cameron's summer and fall course offerings and times are now available. The free booklets can be obtained at CU Admissions (North Shepler, second floor), the Registrar’s Office (North Shepler 205), the One-Stop Shop on the first floor of North Shepler, and all academic department offices.

First-time college students and those transferring to Cameron from another university are encouraged to contact the CU Admissions Office at 580.581.2289 to obtain the necessary admittance applications. 
As with enrollment, it is beneficial for incoming students to submit paperwork as soon as possible to avoid potential last-minute delays, Kruse said. Financial assistance applications are available on the third floor of the North Shepler Tower. 
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
