Cameron dedicates ‘Stuart Grove’ to honor regent
Cameron University’s colors may be black and gold but students on campus are seeing more green thanks to contributions from The University of Oklahoma, Cameron University and Rogers State University Board of Regents member Jon Stuart.  The University honored him today during a special dedication ceremony near the Sciences Complex, formally dedicating the trees planted through his support as “Stuart Grove.”

To date, nearly $44,000 of the $48,000 in contributions from Stuart have been spent to plant 158 trees.  The plantings include: 34 Oklahoma Redbuds near Cameron Village; 34 Allee Lacebark Elm, 34 Chinese Pistache and 10 Shumard Red Oak surrounding the Sciences Complex; 26 Allee Lacebark Elm near Howell Hall; and 20 Shumard Red Oak along 38th Street.  
“Nelson Henderson’s quote ‘The true meaning of life is to plant trees under whose shade you do not expect to sit’ certainly captures Regent Stuart’s generosity.  Regent Stuart has planted trees under whose shade generations of students will sit,” said President Cindy Ross.  “Regent Stuart is single handedly changing the face of Cameron University and contributing to Cameron students receiving the full collegiate experience.”

“I am proud that Cameron has named these areas in my honor,” said Stuart.  “A student’s university experience extends well beyond the classroom, and these trees and future plantings will enhance that experience while students are on campus.”

Cameron officials plan to continue planting additional trees on campus using the remainder of the $48,000 and an additional $40,000 pledged by Stuart.  This latest pledge brings his total contributions to the University to $100,000 for beautification and other projects.
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
