“Throughout all the years we’ve been putting on this concert, Larry Gatlin and The Gatlin Brothers are the biggest name we’ve brought in.” said Moots.
More than 50 years ago, Larry, Steve, and Rudy Gatlin started singing in their little hometown of Abilene, Texas, and from there went on to make music history.  Over the course of a four-decade career that has taken the Gatlin Brothers from dusty Texas stages to White House performances, from Broadway to Grammy Awards to the top of the country charts, there has been one unifying element, music. There's no

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harmony quite as pure as family harmony. Larry, Steve, and Rudy love to sing together. Raised on Gospel music, the brothers first began entertaining audiences in churches and then with guest appearances on the Slim Willet radio and TV shows in Abilene, Texas when they were 2, 4, and 6 years old.  Larry says that their history as "gospel music junkies" came from those early roots.
