CU graduation application deadline approaching

Cameron University is reminding its students who plan to participate in spring commencement ceremonies to file their applications for graduation soon.
Every student who completed degree requirements last December, or plans to do so at the end of the Spring or Summer 2004 semesters, must do a degree check and apply for graduation, if that has not already been done. Undergraduate degree candidates should see their faculty advisors to obtain an up-to-date degree plan, then bring that document to the Office of the Registrar, located in North Shepler 205. An official degree check will be completed and the student will apply for graduation. 
Candidates for master’s degrees must file an application for graduate degree form with the School of Graduate Studies, North Shepler 415.  
Those who will fulfill the necessary requirements must have applications on file in the Office of the Registrar and the School of Graduate Studies no later than April 5 if they wish their names to appear in the spring commencement program.  
As a service to those students who will complete their studies at Cameron in December 2004, but will not remain in the community until the following May's graduation ceremony, early application will be allowed so that those grads can participate in the 2004 Commencement.  Those candidates must apply by the April 5 deadline.  Students who will participate in the 2005 Commencement need not apply until next spring.
