Crisis intervention workshop set to continue Cameron University at Simmons Center series
Cameron University’s series of educational events at Duncan’s Simmons Center will continue this week with a two-day workshop, “Non-Violent Crisis Intervention.” The workshop is designed for public school teachers and other professionals working with young people.

Dudash holds a master’s degree in behavioral science and was employed for 15 years in the field of corrections prior to becoming a criminal justice faculty member at Cameron in 2000. 
Ford served in law enforcement, including chief of police in Duncan, for several years prior to joining Cameron’s criminal justice faculty in 1999. He has a master’s degree in human resources. Both professors have had special training in recognizing and addressing potential crisis situations.
