Three winners will be selected from the five semi-finalists. The first-place business or idea will receive free office space in the CETES incubator, intellectual property protection, market research, marketing, business plan and prototype development, website creation as well as additional business development support. 

LTEC is sponsored by a $130,000 Economic Development Enrichment Fund grant, received early this semester from the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education, The grant, which is one of only five awarded in Oklahoma, was part of a special initiative to support activities of economic, workforce and community development initiatives that are within an institution’s strategic plan.
