Cameron to present low brass concert Sunday 

Cameron University’s Department of Music and Theatre Arts will present a concert featuring the “Low Tones,” a low brass ensemble, at 8 p.m. Sunday, March 7, in the McCutcheon Recital Hall. The free concert will feature the ensemble, as well as smaller combinations, all under the direction of CU low brass instructor Matthew McLean.
The ensemble will perform a variety of works ranging from classical music by Haydn, Beethoven, Edvard Grieg and John Philip Sousa, to modern music from such groups as the Beatles.
The “Low Tones” are all Cameron students, several of whom are musicians in the 77th Army Band. Current members are senior Carl Stringer on trombone; sophomores Lee Aston on bass trombone and Nathan Franklin on trombone; and freshmen Curtis Strong and Jason Baker on tuba, and Justin Davis and Andrew Eden on trombone.
The ensemble has been invited for the second year to perform at 2004 Trombone Day, a conference set for March 6 at the University of Oklahoma.  The conference is expected to attract as many as 200 trombone and other low brass musicians.
The McCutcheon Recital Hall is located in the Louise D. McMahon Fine Arts Complex, located in the 300 block University Drive on the Cameron campus in Lawton.
