The first ceremony will be held at 8 a.m. for candidates receiving degrees in the School of Liberal Arts followed by a 10 a.m. ceremony for candidates in the School of Business and Graduates Studies, a noon ceremony for candidates in the School of Education and Behavioral Sciences and Interdisciplinary Studies and finally a 2 p.m. ceremony for students in the School of Science and Technology.  All Saturday ceremonies will be held in the Aggie Gymnasium.
