The Cameron University Office of Public Safety will institute an additional safety measure during this year’s Commencement celebration, which is scheduled for 10 a.m. Saturday, May 6, at Cameron Stadium.
All carry-in baggage or cases, such as handbags, purses, camera bags, coolers or any like container, will be checked at the gate.

We apologize for any inconvenience this may cause our guests.” 
Personnel will be stationed at each entry point to Cameron Stadium to check for any unacceptable items, such as drugs, alcohol, weapons, fireworks, signs on poles, or noisemakers. Oversized bags, backpacks and duffle bags will not be permitted, as well as coolers with drinks, cans or bottles. Chilled water will be available for all visitors free of charge. 

The new safety measures will also be observed if Commencement is held at the Great Plains Coliseum, the designated site for inclement weather. 
Cameron officials encourage graduates, their families and friends, and all visitors to arrive at least 30 minutes early to guarantee a seamless entry into the stadium.
