It is fitting to associate their support with this new complex as it will modernize student life on campus.”
Contributions at the Pillar of Support level allow donors to make a significant commitment to the campaign and spread the payment of the donation over a three-year period at a rate of $10,000 per year.  To honor the gifts, plaques recognizing contributors as a Pillar of Support will mark the prominent pillars supporting 
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the new complex.
The Student Activities Complex will provide students a central location to study, dine, interact and relax.  The facility will also house a 400-seat, divisible ballroom well suited for hosting community events in Southwest Oklahoma.

This donation brings the total raised or pledged for construction of the student complex to $5,945,765 or 92 percent of the $6.5 million goal.
