OTAG checks ready for pick-up by students 
More than 600 checks from the Oklahoma Tuition Aid Grant (OTAG) program are now ready to be picked up by Cameron University students enrolled in the program. 
The checks can be retrieved from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. at the cashier’s window in the business office of the Administration Building, located on CU’s main campus in Lawton. 
CU-Duncan students must come to the Lawton campus to receive their checks. 

Cameron grant coordinator Debbie Kightlinger said this is the first disbursement of OTAG checks for the Spring 2005 semester and students can check CAMSIS to see if their check is among the current allotment. Kightlinger added that 2-3 additional disbursements will be scheduled later in the semester. 

Students must pick up their checks within 30 days or risk forfeiting them. 

The financial aid office will begin notifying students of unclaimed checks in about two weeks. If checks are not picked up after two notifications, Kightlinger said they will be returned to the OTAG program to be redistributed. 
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Students can see if they qualify for OTAG support by filling out a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), which is due April 15 for the 2005-06 academic school year.
