Enrollment policy for active duty soldiers changes  
Cameron University officials are advising students serving on active duty in the Army of a major change in the enrollment policy for all higher education institutions.

All soldiers serving on active duty who receive tuition assistance must now apply for admission and enrollment through a single web portal at www.GoArmyEd.com
“This change in policy is necessitated by the Army’s decision to centralize all administrative functions associated with active duty soldiers and higher education into a single web portal at www.GoArmyEd.com,” said Lance Janda, Ph.D., Assistant Vice President for Academic Affairs. “This is a nation-wide effort that will impact many of Cameron’s students.”  
Soldiers must now be admitted to the university and enroll through the GoArmyEd site. After a student has submitted the necessary information online, Army computers will download the information to Cameron’s servers. CU staff will take the information, make the necessary decisions or take appropriate actions, and upload the University’s response back to the Army site within 72 hours. 
Soldiers on active duty should continue to seek advisement through CU faculty and staff, but should only enroll through the GoArmyEd site. Those who do not use the site risk losing their tuition assistance.  
The new system does not apply to the soldiers in the National Guard or the Reserves unless they are on active duty, and it does not apply to other branches of the armed services at all, Janda said.

“This new system represents a significant change in the way Cameron enrolls its active duty military students,” Janda said. “However, it does not in any way diminish the support we will prove to our Army students. Cameron will continue to offer outstanding advisement and help for everyone enrolled at the university, and we will make the transition to this new system as smooth as possible.”
