Cameron professor to edit mathematics journal

Cameron University mathematics professor Dr. Ioannis K. Argyros has been selected after an international search to edit the-peer reviewed journal, International Review of Pure and Applied Mathematics.
Argyros will review, or send to reviewers, papers in mathematical research submitted to the journal for possible publication. He will have the final decision as to which papers will be published.
Argyros earned his bachelor’s degree in mathematics from the University of Athens, Greece in 1979 and his master’s and Ph.D. from the University of Georgia in 1983 and 1984, respectively. He came to Cameron in 1990 after teaching at the University of Iowa (1984-86) and New Mexico State University (1986-90).
His publication record includes more than 400 peer reviewed research articles and 13 books in computational mathematics.
Argyros already edits several mathematical journals, including Advances in Nonlinear Variational Inequalities, the Journal of Applied Mathematics and Computing, the International Journal of Computational and Numerical Analysis and Applications, Mathematical Sciences Research Journal and the International Journal of Pure and Applied Mathematics.  He is the founder and editor-in-chief of the Cameron mathematics journal, the Southwest Journal of Pure and Applied Mathematics. 
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
