CU students present research at communication conference
Six students from Cameron University's Communication Department presented their class research papers at the 19th Annual Sooner Communication Conference held recently on the University of Oklahoma campus in Norman.

The research projects, part of a course on public relations ethics at Cameron, were presented as a panel discussion on ethics entitled, “Interpreting the Six PRSA Core Values: A Review of Professional and Scholarly Literature.”

“Ethics in the field of public relations is always a hot topic," said Paul Crandon, Ph.D., assistant professor of communication at Cameron.  "I was very pleased with the feedback we received from those who attended the session.”
The conference attracted participants from universities nationwide including schools such as Syracuse University, Indiana University, West Virginia University and California State University, Sacramento.  

Cameron senior and panel member, Danielle Rogers, Anadarko, said having a conference paper presentation looks impressive on a resume, stating “this was a great way for me to build not just my confidence as a student, but my credentials as well.”  
 “Cameron University gives such great support to its students,” Rogers added.  “I’m not sure I would have had the same opportunities at another school.”
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Also presenting with the panel were Jenifer Biles, Snyder; Melissa Colin, Lawton; Adrienne Reid, Lawton; Tonia Swain, Lawton; and Clayton Wright, Duncan.  In addition, CU assistant professor Justin Walton accompanied the group as the panel respondent. 
"There are very few colleges that offer PR ethics as a stand-alone course at the bachelor degree level and that makes Cameron unique,” said Crandon.  "This is the sort of experience that most students don't have unless they're getting a master's or doctoral degree.  I am impressed that these students were able to step in and do the kind of job they did.  I think that says a lot about our program."
