CU-Duncan receives more than $100,000 from Communities Foundation of Oklahoma 

Given more than a decade ago, a $75,000 donation has blossomed into more than $100,000 and will be used to benefit the students at Cameron University-Duncan. 

Duncan’s Halliburton Energy Services gave the $75,000 donation in 1994 for improvements to CU-Duncan (known then as the Duncan Higher Education Center). Officials created the Halliburton Foundation Educational Equipment Fund and placed it under the care of the Communities Foundation of Oklahoma, allowing interest to accumulate. 

Today, the foundation returned a check of $101,301 to Cameron University-Duncan. The funding will now be used for extensive technological upgrades.

Two of the initial projects funded by the donation will be to provide multi-media access in every classroom and to make the entire CU-Duncan campus capable of wireless Internet service. 
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Other projects that will be provided by the money include: upgrading video conferencing technology in the boardrooms, enhancing campus security, and broadcasting CUTV to the Duncan campus.  

“These technological improvements and additions will benefit every student at the Duncan campus,” said Susan Camp, Director of CU-Duncan. “Students will now how multi-media access in every classroom, as well as Internet access anywhere on the campus. These are great advantages for our students.” 
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
