She will collect them for Dr. Hardy Jones’
mailbox. Filling out the form is important, for we need to be able to contact you! (REMINDER: Your
name should only be on the form below along with the title of the paper. You help ensure fairness in
judging by not placing your name on the paper itself.)

ENTRY PROCEDURES:

Cameron students may enter one essay per academic year. Essay must be a student’s original work.
Aim for an understanding of creative nonfiction genre form qualities. Essays should be titled and typed in
standard double-spaced 12 pt. format. Please submit original and three copies. Essay length range is
approximately 1500 to 3000 words.

Essays should not include a student’s name. Please write your name and the title of the essay plus
your address and phone number on the submission forms located below.

The total number of students and student entries should total a minimum of eight. Given too few
entries (8 or fewer), the essay review committee will reserve the right not to award a prize in any given year.
