to conduct disaster preparedness training
Cameron University's Southwest Area Health Education Center will partner with the Oklahoma State University Health and Science Center in Tulsa to present disaster preparedness training on “An All Hazards Approach to Response” at 4 p.m. Monday, Nov. 22.  

This lecture is one in a series hosted by Southwest AHEC. This training will provide healthcare professionals and first responders relevant and accessible training to meet the threat of bioterrorism and other hazardous events.

The videocast, which will take place in Room 407 of Cameron’s South Shepler Tower in Lawton, will consist of a two-hour module presented by Dr. Arthur Wallace of Tulsa Regional Medical Center.  

To avoid confusion in dealing with different and varied agents of concern, participants will receive a generic approach that should be useful for most risks. Attention will be directed to initiate protection for both personnel and the facility as one of the first actions taken when a threat is occurring or likely to occur. A review of overt and covert actions along with the hoax threat will be discussed. 

There will also be a discussion of how health care facilities and their respective communities should plan to deal with public panic, often a "mass incident" in itself.
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All training will be provided free of charge.  Free continuing education or Council on Law Enforcement Education and Training (CLEET) credit is available on an hour-for-hour basis. Registrations will be taken at the door.
