Students in Cameron University’s summer documentary class have finished their documentary, “Saddle Up,” and are preparing to premiere their film next week. 

“Saddle Up” is a documentary highlighting the skills of acclaimed saddle maker Howard Council of Lawton. For more than 50 years, Council has produced calf-roping saddles for the top calf ropers in the United States.  
Eight-time Calf Roping World Champion Roy Cooper owns several Council saddles, as well as country music singer George Strait and highly decorated calf roper Cody Ohl. The documentary features interviews with all three of these Council saddle owners, along with several other calf ropers and local riders. 

“Saddle Up” was directed and produced by Cameron students under the supervision of Dr. Matt Jenkins, award-winning filmmaker, who served as executive producer. The student traveled to area rodeos and ranches, interviewing and filming footage for the documentary.  
“The summer documentary class is a perfect opportunity for students to be involved in a real production experience,” Jenkins said.
