Recent Cameron grad passes Level I CFA exam

Cameron University graduate Sanja Ilic has passed the Level I Certified Financial Analyst (CFA) exam. 
Ilic graduated cum laude from Cameron in July 2003 with a bachelor’s degree in business administration with a specialization in finance.  
“Sanja was an outstanding student, and was very well liked and respected by faculty and her peers,” said Dr. Sylvia Burgess, Dean of the School of Business.
Ilic received one of only two "Outstanding Business Administration Student" awards given by the School of Business in 2003.
The Chartered Financial Analyst Program is a globally recognized standard for measuring the competence and integrity of financial analysts. Three levels of examination measure a candidate's ability to apply the fundamental knowledge of investment principles at a professional level. 
The Level I CFA Examination is a very demanding examination.  The CFA institute reports a 34-percent pass rate as of July 2004, with a historic pass rate of only 48 percent. The CFA exam is administered annually in more than 70 nations worldwide.
"CFA is a very valuable designation for people in investment management field, whether investors or fund mangers,” said business professor Dr. T.K. Bhattacharya. “It is becoming internationally widespread.”
At present, only two individuals in Southwest Oklahoma hold the CFA credential:  Bhattacharya himself and John Hugon of Duncan. 
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
