The recordings of Cameron University faculty pianist Thomas Labé, D.M., are now available on iTunes and a host of other music download sites such as amazon.com and the Naxos Music Library. 
“Online downloads are undoubtedly the future of classical music sales,” said Labé, whose six internationally released compact disc recordings to date have garnered critical acclaim from around the globe and are featured regularly on the playlists of classical music stations the world over.
Labé’s 1992 debut recording, “The Virtuoso Johann Strauss” (now available on iTunes) received a “Best of the Year” citation from the editors of H&B Recordings Direct.
“Online downloads of classical music are exploding at a phenomenal rate.” said Labé, a recording industry professional who is also an elite voting member of The Recording Academy and takes part in the annual nomination process and final voting for the Grammy Awards. “It makes a lot of sense if you consider the sheer size, depth and longevity of the classical repertoire: the expense of manufacturing discs, program booklets, inventory and distribution can now all be bypassed, allowing the consumer instant access to infinitely more music than could ever be on the shelf at even the largest of traditional retail stores.”

Earlier this month, Labé completed another recording in the new Libby Gardner Hall at the University of Utah, and expects to have several new albums available on iTunes later this spring.
