Cameron University’s Southwest AHEC offers fourth lecture in Spring 2005 series  

On Monday, Cameron University’s Southwest Area Health Education Center (Southwest AHEC) will host the fourth lecture in its semester-long series on bioterrorism and hazardous event training for healthcare professionals and first responders. 

The two-hour, informational lecture will be held from 4-6 p.m. in Room 407 of CU’s South Shepler Tower in Lawton. 

“Category A Biological Bacterial Agents” will be given via distance-learning videocast and consists of a module presented by Dr. Arthur Wallace, director of the Tulsa Regional Medical Center’s emergency department.  

Wallace will present information concerning the use of known bacterial diseases, including anthrax, plague, and tularemia, as bioterrorism weapons. He also will explore ways for transmission, incubation periods, clinical presentations and treatment of these diseases.  

Southwest AHEC will continue its semester of lectures for healthcare professionals and first responders with presentations on biological agents, chemical and radiological agents, mental health issues during a disaster, and responding to a community during a disaster.

All training is free of charge and continuing education credit is available for a variety of professions on an hour-for-hour basis. Participants who successfully complete the 14-week series will be listed as “bioterrorism scholars” with the Oklahoma State Department of Health.  

Lectures occur each Monday at multiple locations in Southwest Oklahoma from 4-6 p.m. Additional locations include Cameron University-Duncan, Cordell Memorial Hospital, Jefferson County Hospital in Waurika, Jackson County Health Department in Altus and Mercy Health-Love County in Marietta.
