Cameron professor authors new math textbook
Cameron University Mathematical Sciences Professor Ioannis K. Argyros, Ph.D., has authored a new textbook, entitled Newton Methods, which was recently published by Nova Science Publishers Corporation in New York.

The book focuses on numerical methods for solving equations. It is designed to assist researchers, practitioners and students in efficiently utilizing Isaac Newton’s methodologies to approximate solutions of equations to real life problems arising in engineering, mathematical programming, mathematical physics and mathematical economics.

The production of the book was partially supported by a Cameron University Academic Initiatives Grant. Several students also participated in the production of the textbook as part of their course work. In order to gain working experience, the students produced numerical results in the exercises of the book’s introductory chapters.
