Cameron Department of Student Services develops carpooling tool for CU students 
Cameron University students who are feeling an economic pinch due to the rising cost of fuel now have the ability to connect with other CU students to form carpools, thanks to CU’s Department of Student Services. An Aggie Carpool Message Board has been developed to provide students with a mechanism for connecting with others who are travelling to campus from a common location, as well as for those travelling to the CU-Duncan campus.
“Rising fuel costs are becoming a burden to many students who commute to Cameron for their classes,” said Jennifer Holland, Dean of Student Services. “We developed this webpage so that students can communicate with other students and form carpools. Not only will this be good for the students, it will also have a positive impact on the environment by reducing the amount of vehicles on the road.”

Students are encouraged to go to www.cameron.edu/carpool, where they’ll locate the appropriate discussion page for their location, then post a message identifying their willingness to carpool, with the days and times of travel. All messages should include an email address so that other students will be able to make contact.

The site identifies 15 “start” locations: Altus, Anadarko, Apache, Cache, Chattanooga, Comanche, Duncan, East Lawton, Elgin, Fletcher, Frederick, Lake Lawtonka/Wichita Mountain Estates, Marlow, Walters and West Lawton. Students seeking to carpool to CU’s campus in Duncan can also post messages.
The site also offers information on the Lawton Area Transit System (LATS), including costs for the U Pass, available to CU students and good for one, two or three semesters. 
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
