schedules variety of spring art classes for locals

Whether it’s drawing with color pencils, painting with pastels, papermaking, using cutouts or learning computer graphics, Cameron University is making plans to help budding artists of all ages improve their skills during the next few weeks.
Some of the workshops will be held jointly with the Lawton-Fort Sill Arts Council at the Art Center, 1701 Ferris, while others are part of CU Educational Outreach’s slate of weekend workshops. Those workshops will be conducted by professors and art majors in the CU Department of Art.

Art Center workshops:

Katherine Liontas-Warren, an associate art professor who directs Cameron’s drawing and printmaking program, will instruct a three-day workshop on color pencil techniques Jan. 23-25. The class meets Friday from 5-8 p.m., Saturday from 9 a.m. until 4 p.m. and Sunday from 9 a.m.-noon. Artists should bring basic watercolor paints, Prism, a color pencil set (preferably 92 colors) and Verithin drawing pencils (preferably a 12-pencil set). Special drawing paper can be purchased at the workshop.
Other Lawton-Fort Sill Arts Council workshops in the weeks ahead include “Painting with Pastels,” a one-day workshop on March 6 led by regional artist Jessica Pullings. Participants in the 9 a.m.-4 p.m. program should bring soft pastels, Conte crayon and a 1-inch brush.
