Cameron University art professor’s landscape will be featured at exhibition in Tulsa display 

Cameron University professor Katherine Liontas-Warren will participate in the Oklahoma Landscape Exhibition being held Sunday, March 13, through Tuesday, March 15, at the Philbrook Museum of Art in Tulsa.
As a member of the Oklahoma Visual Art Coalition, Warren was invited to submit her work for review.  Her piece, a winter scene titled “Wandering,” earned her a selection. 
“I’m particularly taken with the character of the mountains during the winter months when the snow particles transform the landscape into a dramatic contrast of black and white,” Liontas-Warren said of her piece.

The exhibition coincides with Philbrook’s special exhibition of Hudson River School Masterworks from the Wadsworth Athenaeum of Art in Hartford, Conn. 
The selection also offers Warren the opportunity to paint or draw with the other artists in the 23 acres of Philbrook's refurbished gardens during several days after the exhibition. The pieces created will be displayed and then made available for sale May 12. 
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Liontas-Warren is an associate art professor at CU, teaching drawing and printmaking. She earned her bachelor’s degree from Southern Connecticut and a Master of Fine Arts degree from Texas Tech University. She has been teaching at CU since 1984.
