Cameron University at Simmons Center series continues with CU professor’s piano concert
Cameron University’s series of educational workshops and concerts at Duncan’s Simmons Center (CU@SC) will hit a high note this month when CU music professor Dr. Hyunsoon Whang presents a solo piano recital. 

The performance will take place at 8 p.m. Friday, Jan. 28, at the Simmons Center, located at 800 Chisholm Trail Parkway in Duncan. 
Whang’s performance will be broken into two sections. The first will include works of Ravel, as well as Mozart’s “Piano Sonata in A Major” which concludes with the famous, ear-catching “Rondo alla Turka.” 
“Ravel is a really nice opener, very beautiful,” Whang said. “The audience may not know the first two movements of the Mozart piece, but the ‘Rondo alla Turka’ is a really well-known piece and it will sound familiar. I’ve taught it many times, but I’ve never performed it before.” 

The second half of the program is dedicated to the “Twenty-four Preludes of Chopin.” This set of short pieces contains some of the composer’s best known and beloved compositions.

“The audience will be familiar with some of the pieces, which show many different moods,” Whang said. “Some are very lyrical and beautiful, some are stormy and dark. They show all the different sides of Chopin’s work and they’re fun for the performer. Chopin is very challenging and I’ve really wanted to perform it again.”
Whang received her training from the North Carolina School of the Arts, the St. Louis Conservatory of Music, the Juilliard School, and holds a doctorate from Indiana University in Bloomington. 
The extensive list of honors she received over the years include “Artist of the Year” by the Lawton Arts and Humanities Council, “Entertainer of the Year” by the Earth Day Coalition in Cleveland, Ohio, and in October she was inducted into CU Alumni Association’s Faculty Hall of Fame. 
A small reception following the performance will allow the audience to meet Whang.
