Cameron University Department of Music Professor Hyunsoon Whang, D.M., will present a solo piano recital entitled “Another Elegant Evening” on Friday, Feb. 9, at 8:00 p.m. at the Duncan Simmons Center as part of the CU at the Simmons Center Concert Series. The program includes works of Handel, Haydn, Schumann, Brahms and Liszt.
“The audience can expect to hear a great variety of music by major composers written between the eighteenth and nineteenth century,” said Whang.
The concert will being with a delightful E Major Suite by Handel which includes a set of variations on a well known tune, “Harmonious Blacksmith.”  Haydn’s E-flat Major Sonata, which follows Handel, is a large scale sonata written for the London audience during one of Haydn’s visits.  After the intermission, Schumann’s Allegro will be contrasted with the serious and heart-felt Opus 119 by Brahms.  The program will end with a virtuosic, audience-pleasing “Hungarian Rhapsody No. 12” by Franz List.
Whang began her piano studies at the age of four in her native Korea. She started playing public concerts at age twelve and since then has distinguished herself in numerous concerts across the United States, Europe, Canada, the Cayman Islands, Japan, and Korea. Whang studied at the North Carolina School of the Arts, the St. Louis Conservatory of Music, The Juilliard School, and holds a doctorate from Indiana University School of Music. She has been teaching at Cameron University since 1993 and was recently
