Cameron University unveils plans for Student Activities Complex 
Most college students will tell you, academics are only part of the collegiate experience, and Cameron University students are no different.  To them, recreation and interaction are important as well.  Today, Cameron President Cindy Ross, along with mascot Ole Kim, officially unveiled renderings of the University’s Student Activities Complex during a ceremony held at the Cameron Village McMahon Center.
The $6.5 million Student Activities Complex, the centerpiece of the University’s Changing Lives campaign, will provide students a central location to study, dine, interact and relax, while also serving the community.  The complex will house a 400-seat, divisible ballroom well suited for hosting community events in Southwest Oklahoma.  

“Our students are the heart of the Changing Lives campaign,” Ross said. “The Student Activities Complex will provide our students with a learning and recreational space unmatched by other regional universities and will enhance the collegiate atmosphere at Cameron University.”
The architecture of the new complex features slanted roofs and tall pillars and entryways, which are more common among modern university campuses.  One striking component of the new complex is a balcony that overlooks the Centennial Gardens to be located directly south of the building.  The balcony, attached to the ballroom, will provide an atmosphere and ambience unduplicated in the Lawton-Fort Sill community.
John Bachelor, J.D., Cameron’s first-ever faculty in residence, spoke of the University’s remarkable job of meeting the needs and challenges of today’s students.
“Cameron recognizes that a student’s university experience goes well beyond the classroom,” he said.
Marcos Rivera, President of Cameron’s Student Government Association, agreed the complex will improve student life at CU.

“The students are very excited to see this happen,” said Rivera.  “Cameron has come a long way in my fours years here.  I am so proud of the University and proud to see what more lies ahead.”

Cameron has garnered 78% of its $6.5 million goal for the construction of the student complex, raising $5,066,000 to date.  In addition, the University has raised 79% of its total $8.5 million goal for the Changing Lives campaign, raising a total of $6,720,995.  

Construction on the new facility will begin once all the funds for the complex have been raised.  University officials hope to begin construction before or during Cameron’s centennial year, academic year 2008-2009.
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
