Cameron art professor nationally recognized
Cameron University art professor Katherine Liontas-Warren has been selected as a first place recipient in the first American Artist DRAWING magazine competition.  
Liontas-Warren along with other accomplished teachers and professionals, was featured in the Fall 2004 edition of DRAWING magazine. Her submission to the competition was a large charcoal drawing titled “Winter Creek.” It depicts a winter scene of a creek that is located near the Valley of Boulders at the Wichita Mountains near Lawton. 
“For several years, I have been documenting my hiking trips throughout the rocky terrain of the Wichita Mountains,” said Liontas-Warren. “The poetry of this landscape depicts changing seasons and moments of natural textures while evoking a spiritual and romantic mood of peace and tranquility. The contrast of black and white shapes allows the viewer to respond to the drama of delicate textures and forms within the mystery of this magnificent landscape.”
More than 300 entries were submitted in the first competition, and judges selected approximately 40 entries to be featured in two articles.  Liontas-Warren’s charcoal was feature in the contemporary drawings section along with artist throughout the nation.
“I am extremely happy about the possibilities of where this publication will take me next. My work has been 
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been juried in many shows and this publication will allow for more invitational exhibits at museums and galleries,” said Liontas-Warren.
In 1999, she was commissioned to create a 32x50-inch colored pencil portrait of W.C. Austin, a civic leader and lawyer, which is now on display at the Quartz Mountain State Lodge near Lone Wolf.
Liontas-Warren is an associate art professor where she teaches drawing and printmaking.  She earned her bachelor’s degree from Southern Connecticut and a Master of Fine Arts from Texas Tech University. Liontas-Warren has been teaching at Cameron since 1984.
