Cameron University percussion professor to be featured at upcoming music recital  
Dr. James Lambert has been teaching Cameron University students how to create the rhythms of life for almost three decades.

"I am privileged for the opportunity to perform at this recital,” Lambert said. “This is my 29th year teaching at Cameron, and I always enjoy making music on the marimba, vibraphone, xylophone, and timpani, as well as performing with my wife, Doris."
