Cameron co-sponsors Messiah performance
The Lawton Schubert Music Club, Fort Sill's New Post Chapel, and the Cameron University/Lawton Civic Chorus announce the 65th Annual presentation of Handel's “Messiah” on Saturday, Dec. 9 at 8 p.m. at the McMahon Auditorium, located in Elmer Thomas Park, Lawton. The chorus and orchestra will be conducted by Mrs. Doris Lambert. 

Lambert earned her Master of Music degree in vocal performance from Midwestern State University and is the director of choral music at Fort Sill’s New Post Chapel and Lawton Christian School. 

The 2006 performance of “Messiah” represents the 20th consecutive performance under the baton of Lambert.  The Lawton Schubert Music Club initiated the first performance of “Messiah” in Lawton in Dec., 1941, shortly after the attack on Pearl Harbor. It has been continued in a variety of settings for the past 65 years and has become a performance tradition during the Christmas season in the greater Lawton/Fort Sill area at its present performance venue in Lawton’s McMahon Auditorium. In the more recent past, more than 30 different church congregations have been represented, including many singers who are active duty military personnel stationed at Fort Sill.
Lambert selects the choruses from “Messiah” which are to be performed, and she selects some from each of the three portions of the Biblical text representing the prophecy of the birth of Jesus Christ, the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, and the promised return of Jesus Christ. This performance will be approximately an hour in length, and it also features auditioned soloists and a professional orchestra, which accompanies the volunteer chorus.
