Officials strike gold at Cameron Business Building groundbreaking
Cameron University struck gold, so to speak, when the Higher Education Act of 2005 was passed, dedicating capitol bond money for construction of a new Business Building.  Today, Cameron President Cindy Ross and several distinguished guests struck gold again while breaking ground on the facility during a ceremony held today on campus.

President Ross; Paul D. Austin, Chairman of The University of Oklahoma, Cameron University and Rogers State University Board of Regents along with Regents Tom Clark, Jon Stuart, Max Weitzenhoffer, Larry Wade, John Bell, and Leslie Rainbolt-Forbes; Bill Burgess, Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education; Sylvia Burgess, J.D., Dean of the School of Business; John Bachelor, Faculty in Residence and Cameron student Shaun Heath uncovered faux gold while shoveling dirt for the ceremonious occasion.
“The features included in the new building reflect Cameron’s top priority – our students.  With outstanding faculty and a new state-of-the-art building, our students will be supplied with the necessary tools for success,” President Ross said.  “We are so fortunate that Governor Henry and the state legislature, lead by our Southwest Oklahoma delegation, dedicated capitol bond money to provide Cameron students this first-class facility.”
Approval of the bond yielded Cameron $12,059,247 which has been divided among six projects with the bulk, $7 million, going to the renovation and expansion of the Business Building.

 “The passage of the Higher Education Act of 2005 was a milestone moment for higher education as it dedicated funding for projects such as the Cameron Business Building that will profoundly affect students for many years to come,” said Chairman Austin. 
The Business Building will occupy more than 32,000 gross square feet on the CU campus.  Some highlights of the facility will be a 114-seat auditorium, state-of-the-art computer and accounting labs, interaction areas where students can collaborate with other students and faculty, and a career center which holds an interview practice area.

“The building was constructed as a men’s dormitory in 1964,” said Ross.  “Although the building has served many roles over the years, the new Business Building will better suit the needs of the University and today’s business students.” 

The total cost of the Business Building project will be $7.5 million.  Cameron officials expect the building to be complete in the spring of 2008.
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
