In an effort to make quality healthcare more accessible, Cameron University is partnering with Southwest Oklahoma Family Medicine Clinic to provide primary healthcare services to Cameron students. 
This partnership, along with the 20 percent discount already available to Cameron students through Comanche County Memorial Hospital (CCMH), will increase the health care options available to students. 

“Health care is one of our students’ greatest needs,” said Jennifer Holland, Dean of Student Services. “Cameron University is committed to meeting all of our students’ needs, and the expansion of healthcare options provided through the partnership with CCMH and the clinic represents tremendous progress in this effort.” 
The clinic will offer immunizations, physical exams and treatments for such medical needs as sprains/strains, colds, nausea, sinusitis and numerous other ailments. 
Students seeking treatment at the clinic will need to bring a valid student ID card, as well as a list of current medications. 
The clinic encourages students to establish healthcare with a provider at the clinic. Once healthcare has been established, after hour emergency care is available.  

Students with insurance should present a valid insurance card and will be responsible for any co-pays in accordance with their insurance at the conclusion of each visit. Students without insurance may receive medical care at the current rate allowed by the insurance provider for the University of Oklahoma.

A medical office manager will discuss approximate cost of the proposed medical care for students without insurance before services are rendered and students may make arrangements for a payment plan in the event immediate payment is not possible.  

Appointments can be made by calling 580.248.2288, ext. 10 or 11, and walk-ins are welcome. The clinic is located at 1202 NW Arlington in Lawton and the Lawton Area Transit System can stop at 12th and Gore about half a block from the clinic.  
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
