Cameron University receives Pillar of Support donation for student complex
Two former Cameron University students and their family are giving back to the University by making a contribution toward construction of the new Centennial Student Activities Complex as part of the Cameron University: Changing Lives campaign.
Cameron University President Cindy Ross accepted a $30,000 gift from the Bridges family, Dr. George and Linda, Dr. Trace and Candi and Drs. Todd and Lori Bridges, during a special ceremony held today at the McMahon Center Library on Cameron’s main campus.
“Cameron University is honored to continue our partnership with the Bridges family,” Ross said.  “The support from community members enhances the quality of education and campus life our students receive.  We appreciate the Bridges family for their support of higher education and Cameron.”
The Bridges family has a long history of support and involvement with Cameron University. Todd Bridges attended Cameron University, where he studied chemistry and business.  He has served as president, vice-president and chairman of the Cameron University Foundation Board of Directors.  His wife, Lori, is a Cameron graduate, obtaining a degree in chemistry.  Todd and Lori have also been members of the CU President’s Partners since 1999.
Trace Bridges graduated from Cameron in 1991 with a degree in chemistry.  While attending Cameron, he

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was a charter member of Phi Delta Theta fraternity.   He is a lifetime member of the Cameron University

George and wife Linda are lifetime members of the President’s Partners organization, having joined in 1989. “For Trace and me, Cameron was a launching pad for our careers in dentistry,” said Todd Bridges, DDS.  “We are more than thrilled to give back to the institution that has given so much to us and our family, and the Student Activities Complex was the perfect avenue for us to make that possible.” 
Contributions at the Pillar of Support level allow donors to make a significant commitment to the campaign and spread the payment of the donation over a three-year period at a rate of $10,000 per year. To honor the gifts, plaques recognizing contributors as a Pillar of Support will mark the prominent pillars supporting the new complex. 
The Bridges Family gift represents the sixth Pillar of Support donation for the construction of the new Centennial Student Activities Complex as part of the Cameron University: Changing Lives Campaign. 
This donation brings the total raised or pledges for construction of the student complex to $5,945,765 or 92 percent of the $6.5 million goal. 

University officials plan to begin construction before or during Cameron’s centennial year, academic year 2008-2009.
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
