Cameron professor’s artwork selected for publication
Two drawings by Cameron Art Professor Katherine Liontas-Warren have been selected for publication in the second edition of Brian Curtis’s “Drawing from Observation.”  The textbook focuses on developing perceptual skills that were constructed in the fifteenth century by renaissance artists such as Leonardo Da Vinci.
“This textbook is a versatile tool for visual problem-solving in every artistic discipline,” said Liontas-Warren, who has utilized the text since its first publication in 2001.  “It is used in university teaching across the nation as well as abroad.”

The drawings by Liontas-Warren to be included in the textbook are “East Texas Landscape” (graphite, 22” by 30”) and “The Global Watcher” (pastel paper, 30” by 44”), the latter of which is featured on the cover of the 2008 Spring issue of the Lawton Arts & Entertainment Magazine.  Each of Liontas-Warren’s works will be documented in separate chapters of “Drawing from Observation.”  
The edition will be released this summer and will be available at the Cameron University bookstore. The author, Brian Curtis, is a professor and the Director of the Drawing and Painting Department at the University of Miami.

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Liontas-Warren also submitted examples of drawings by Cameron students to Curtis.  “He responded that the artwork from Cameron along with a school in South Africa were the best he’d seen since his book was published,” she said.  

Katherine Liontas-Warren, BS, MFA, teaches all levels of drawing and printmaking at Cameron University. Over the past 23 years, she has exhibited in 16 solo shows and 196 national and regional juried competitive competitions throughout the United States and Europe, receiving numerous purchase awards and juried awards. Drawings and prints by Liontas-Warren are in permanent collections throughout the nation and can be located in galleries and private institutions including the Arkansas Art Center, the Milwaukee Museum of Art, Quartz Mountain Lodge, and Oklahoma State University, among others. Her exhibitions have been displayed at the Bruno Art Conservatory Museum in the Czech Republic, the Goddard Center for Visual Arts in Ardmore, and the Kirkpatrick Museum in Oklahoma City as well as at numerous museums and university galleries throughout the United States. 
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
