Cameron University modifies summer term to help students limit costs of commuting 
Cameron University’s class schedule for the summer semester has been modified to help commuting students with soaring gas prices and other transportation costs.  
Dr. Gary Buckley, vice president for academic affairs, announced this week that Cameron will now provide two, four-week sessions, along with the traditional eight-week session normally available during the summer semester. 
“The additional sessions will provide more flexibility for scheduling classes,” Buckley said. “With gas prices reaching record highs, students can work their classes into one of the four-week sessions and only have to drive to campus half as many times, thereby saving quite a bit in transportation costs.”
Students taking classes during the four-week session will receive three-credit hours per class just as those do who are enrolled in the eight-week sessions. Buckley said the four-week sessions allow more flexibility in scheduling coursework to accommodate work schedules and summer vacations activities, but still provide the opportunity to complete high-quality courses. 
“Potentially students could take two sequential courses, such as foreign language classes,” he said. “Taking the classes back-to-back will provide an opportunity for intense study.”
