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“Cameron’s foreign languages program is one of the strongest in the nation, offering courses in many European, African and Middle-Eastern languages, which are usually only available at larger institutions,” Spencer said. “Until now we’ve been less advanced in the Asian languages and we hope to remedy this by participating in the Fulbright program.” 

Administered through the Institute of International Education, the Fulbright program attempts to foster understanding between the United States and other countries through intercultural exchange of personnel, knowledge and skills.
