The Student Activities Complex will provide students a central location to study, dine, interact and relax.  The facility will also house a 400-seat, divisible ballroom well suited for hosting campus and community events in Southwest Oklahoma.

This donation brings the total raised or pledged for construction of the complex to $5,945,765 or 92 percent of the $6.5 million goal.  
University officials plan to begin construction before or during Cameron’s centennial year, academic year 2008-2009. 
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
