Cameron art professor to teach workshop 
Cameron University professor Katherine Liontas-Warren will teach “Renaissance Drawing: Beginning Still Life and Portraits” at the upcoming Oklahoma Fall Arts Institute.
This four-day intensive workshop will be held at Quartz Mountain State Lodge, located near Lone Wolf, beginning Thursday, Sept. 30.
The workshop will cover basic learning techniques in proportion, value and composition and will focus on developing strong perceptual and observational skills in the areas of portrait and still life compositions. Each component will emphasize the importance of learning to see while developing strong drawing techniques in graphite, conte and charcoal, with the addition of some verithin berol colored pencils.
Liontas-Warren is an associate art professor at Cameron, where she teaches drawing and printmaking.  She earned her bachelor’s from Southern Connecticut and a Master of Fine Arts from Texas Tech. Liontas-Warren has been teaching at CU since 1984. In 1999, she was commissioned to create a 32x50-inch colored pencil portrait of W.C. Austin, a civic leader and lawyer, which is now on display at Quartz Mountain State Lodge.
The Oklahoma Fall Arts Institute (OFAI) is an annual series of four-day workshop retreats for amateur and professional artists, public school teachers and college and university instructors. Anyone 21 or older is welcome to attend these intensive, hands-on workshops.     Class sizes are limited to ensure close working 
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relationships between participants and artists.
