Cameron’s Southwest AHEC to hold final disaster training lecture for semester

The final in a semester-long series of bioterrorism and hazardous events training lectures will be held at 4 p.m. Monday, Dec. 13, at Cameron University in Lawton.
The 15-part series, which was designed specifically for healthcare professionals and first responders, is hosted by Cameron University’s Southwest Area Health Education Center and the Oklahoma State University Health and Science Center in Tulsa. 
Monday’s lecture, which will take place in South Shepler 407, will present disaster preparedness training on decontamination and personal protective equipment. Presented via a distance-learning videocast, Kelly Deal, director of the Tulsa Metropolitan Medical Response System, will discuss decontamination techniques, including when and how to treat victims, facility personnel, and facility equipment. 
Participants will also discuss levels A through D of personal protective equipment, as well indications for when to use it and its limitations when providing healthcare services.

The decontamination lecture will be provided free of charge. Continuing education or Council on Law Enforcement Education and Training credit is available at no cost on an hour-for-hour basis. Registration will be taken at the door.

Though this is the last lecture for the semester, a new series of bioterrorism and hazardous events training begins Jan. 31, 2005.
