Cameron to welcome more than 500 teenagers
for 30th annual speech/debate/broadcast camp
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Cameron University is finalizing plans to welcome more than 500 participants for its 30th annual Speech-Debate-Broadcast Camp for high school and junior high students that begins this weekend.
The camp, to be held on the main Lawton campus, will be made up of two sessions, July 11-16 and July 18-23. By late this week, 540 students, teachers and staff had registered for the camp, representing 125 schools in Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, Missouri, Oklahoma, Texas and Utah.
“Our event is one of the larger speech and debate camps in the country,” said Tony Allison, chair of CU’s communication department and coordinator of the camp. “With the exception of the broadcast division, most students come to prepare for upcoming speech tournament competition and to learn new debate, public speaking and acting skills.”
Participants include a staff of 102 teachers, professors and speech and debate champions from the most successful high school and college programs in Oklahoma, Texas, Kansas and Missouri.  
The first camp session, which begins this weekend, will cover beginning and advanced individual events, beginning and intermediate Lincoln-Douglas value debate and television news broadcasting.
The second session, which begins a week later, will cover beginning, intermediate and advanced cross-examination policy debate and beginning, intermediate and advanced Lincoln-Douglas value debate.

The individual events division – the largest division of the camp – will showcase some of last year's state winners, who will demonstrate all types of individual speaking events. Campers can watch the demonstrations, which will be critiqued by staff.  
Cross-examination campers will work on next year's national high school topic, debating if the U.S. should establish a foreign policy substantially increasing its support of United Nations peacekeeping operations.
Lincoln-Douglas participants will work on value-debate topics in three different divisions.  They will debate whether random testing of student athletes for illegal drug use is justified, whether a just government should value the redistribution of wealth over property rights, and whether individual claims of privacy should be valued above competing claims of societal welfare.
The broadcast division of the camp offer several activities, including television news, TV commercials and behind-the-camera activities common to a broadcast facility.
Each session will end with competitions among the campers in the various debate divisions, while broadcast students will participate in a showcase of their video productions for the week.
