In an effort to continue providing quality education to military students, Cameron has purchased 10 new computers for a classroom at the Harry S. Truman Education Center on Fort Sill. 
This is the second classroom at the education center Cameron has equipped with new computers.

These computers – Dell Optiplex GX280 Pentium 4 – will primarily be used for technology classes, but will also be utilized by classes requiring research, written papers and other computer-based assignments.

Thomas Kelly, a computer assistant at the education center, said the computers will be delivered and set up sometime this week, and will be available for use beginning this fall.  

Cameron has been offering eight-week night classes at Fort Sill to students affiliated with the military for more than  three decades.
