Cameron University offering master’s degree, certificate program in Entrepreneurial Studies

Cameron students now have an additional option when applying for a graduate program. 
The Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education recently approved a master’s degree program and a certificate program in Entrepreneurial Studies. 

“These programs are designed to enable students to design their own businesses and/or service local entrepreneurial businesses,” said Shawn Carraher, Ph.D., who holds the Brewczynski Endowed Chair in CU’s School of Business. 
A master’s degree in Entrepreneurial Studies will consist of 33 hours of classes with three concentration options: Global Entrepreneurship, Technological Entrepreneurship and General Entrepreneurship. The program could take as little as one year and as many as six years for students to complete. 

The first course in entrepreneurship was offered this spring and three courses are scheduled for the fall semester.
The certificate program consists of four classes: Entrepreneurial Studies, New Business Ventures, Technological Entrepreneurship and Global Entrepreneurship. 
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Students with an undergraduate degree and an interest in Entrepreneurial Studies can be admitted and then enroll in the program.
